What’s your habit? Recently I told the Tuesday 
Bible study group that while living in Athena, 
the only house available to us was one nearly 
across the street from the church building. And 
so, I and my family soon learned to make it a 
habit to attend whatever function was taking 
place at the church- and I grew through the 
process. See, some of our habits are good one, 
while others are not. But the problem with habits 
is that they become such a part of our lives that 
we don’t have to stop to think about them, we 
just simply do them!  
  It has been said that a life unexamined is not 
worth living; so its my suggestion is that you 
take inventory of your life as to what habits you 
have, which ones you want to keep, which ones 
need to go, and which new ones do you want to 
form. Remember, it takes 21 days of doing 
something before it becomes a habit, and 21 
days of not doing it before it stops being one! 
Do you have bad ones you want to stop? Then 
listen to Leo Aikman: “The best way to break 
a habit is to drop it.” Simple as that; nothing 
more is needed! But, if you do need help, call on 
a friend to keep you on task, give them 
permission to “pry” into your life. Both of you 
will be better for it!

Or when Peter 
and crew had to feed a multitude of people- with 
only a few fish and loaves of bread! Or, when 
Moses led the people of Israel for 40 years through 
the dessert, with no visible water or food available 
to them? God had sent all three of these men to 
their task, so would He leave them now? No; nor 
will He leave you! See, it’s when we get past the 
point of what we are able to do that we find God 
and His strength, and it is there that we find our 
resting place!
